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 Public school parents support Senate Committee
Australia’s peak organisation for parents and government school communities has praised the latest report by a key Senate Committee.
The Senate Employment Workplace Relations and Education References Committee tabled its report on Commonwealth funding for schools last week. 
Judith Bundy, the President of Australian Council of State School Organisations (ACSSO), strongly supported the Committee’s recommendation that a new funding formula was needed to ensure Commonwealth Government funds were directed to areas of need in the education system.
Ms Bundy said public schools were still the major responsibility of all governments, S Federal, State or Territory.
“This is why we welcome the Committee’s support for greater accountability provisions and a system based on needs,” Ms Bundy said.
Ms Bundy said ACSSO supported the Committee finding that many wealthy schools should have their funding redirected to those schools which were disadvantaged.
“Australian public schools need politicians, especially those in government, to provide us with moral and financial support rather then criticism,” Ms Bundy said
“The Committee’s recommendations are an important step in the right direction” she said.
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
